Dear Dr. Naik:

Thank you for this referral.

This 83-year-old female who comes for evaluation today. She does not smoke anymore. She quit in 1978. She did not smoke much prior to that. Alcohol socially and quit five years ago. Denies any drug allergies.

She is here because she is recently was diagnosed to have diffuse large cell lymphoma when she used to live in South Mission, Texas, but since she has moved here she wants to establish oncologist near her home, which is in Aubrey, Texas.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient said she had breast cancer many years ago at that time she was treated with lumpectomy followed by lymph node dissection. She was treated with left mastectomy. Subsequently, she was treated with hormone treatment for five years. She does not recall any of those details.

In February 2024, she had abdominal pain so she was evaluated a CT scan of the abdomen did show a mass adjacent to spleen it was removed it was found to be diffuse large B-cell lymphoma. The patient says she was staged has stage IV disease. She received six cycles of chemotherapy last cycle was in October thereafter she has moved here. She had a CT scan about three weeks ago, which did show a nodule in the lung, left lower room, and budding pleura it was 1.6 x 0.9 cm and it was red as possible scar tissue and possible pleural metastasis. The patient also had CT of the abdomen showing cirrhosis of the liver status post splenectomy, hysterectomy, and cholecystectomy.
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Her MRI of the brain was unremarkable.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient takes levothyroxine for hypothyroidism, losartan she takes 100 mg for hypertension, and she takes pantoprazole 40 mg for reflux.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is very pleasant 83-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 1 inches tall, weighing 132 pounds, and blood pressure 126/68.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Her recent CBC, WBC was 14.7, hemoglobin was 11.5, and her platelet count was 250. Her EGFR was low at 41 and her creatinine was 1.29. Her liver functions were unremarkable.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Recently diagnosed and treated diffuse large B cell lymphoma.

2. History of breast cancer remote.

3. Cirrhosis of liver.

4. Hypertension.

5. Hypothyroidism.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I have requested records from her oncologist from South Texas once available we can make further recommendations. Her lesion in the left lung appears to be worrisome so I have told her that once I get the record we will have to redo either chest CT or a PET/CT scan to see that nodule is active.
