This is a 45-year-old woman with history of severe COPD and prednisone dependent. She has been evaluated for face-to-face today 1400 on 11/05. The patient is on oxygen. I suspect patient most likely has alpha-1 antitrypsin deficiency. She has had COPD in her family at a very young age.

Continues to be prednisone and steroid dependent. The patient has a history of respiratory failure. She continues on 2 liters of oxygen. She has O2 sat at 90%. She has rhonchi and rales bilaterally. She has weakness, severe debility, severe ADL dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinence. Wears a diaper. Uses nebulizer at least six to eight times a day.

The patient currently on 10 mg prednisone. She is not able to go down any further at this time. Her overall prognosis is poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. She has hereditary COPD most likely alpha-1 antitrypsin deficiency causing her significant COPD and shortness of breath. KPS score 40%.
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
