HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with left eye stye and it has been for one week. It is not affecting her vision. She has stopped wearing mascara and admits touching her face quite often because she gets nervous and anxious. No fevers, body aches, or chills noted. No discharge from the eye. She did miss school and she is going to require a school note for today, she states as well. She has not been using warm compresses as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Migraines and opioid dependence.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or tobacco use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits except for the left eye lower eyelid has raised, red, non-weeping pustule that is tender to touch.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Left eye stye.

PLAN: Advised the patient on warm compresses. Advised not to touch face, not to pick at the stye as well as not wear mascara until the stye has resolved and, if vision changes occur, needs to see optometry for followup. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
