PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: He weighs 202 pounds, blood pressure 106/80, heart rate 84, temperature 97.9, and oxygen saturation is 99% on room air.

HEENT: Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation. Injective conjunctivae. Nonicteric sclerae. No cervical lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit bilaterally. No jugular venous distention bilaterally. Moist oral mucosa with tongue ulcer that could be seen. No pharyngeal erythema seen.

Neck: Supple. No stiffness or rigidity.

Heart: Heart sounds are regular rate and rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No murmurs heard. No friction heard.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No crackles or wheezes heard.

Abdomen: Soft. No hepatomegaly. No splenomegaly. No guarding, rebound, or rigidity.

Extremities: There is no edema in the lower extremities.

Skin: No skin rash noted.

Neuro: Nonfocal.

LABORATORY DATA: Investigations none available at this time.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Chronic oral ulcers secondary to daily sensitivity. The patient is to avoid dairy.
