Thank you for this referral.

This 71-year-old female who comes for evaluation today. She does not smoke. She does not drink. She denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: She does not have any symptoms. Recently, she was found to have elevated iron and elevated iron saturation that is the reason she is here.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She has some sort of pulmonary disorder and she has seen pulmonologist. She uses oxygen at home at night. She says it is similar to COPD but she did not smoke and upon asking about bronchial asthma she said she may have had it but she does not know. She is on inhalers for that.

Recently on evaluation her iron studies, serum iron 159, and saturation was 56 that is the reason for the referral. Her B12 was 530, which is normal.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inches tall, weighing 116 pounds, and blood pressure 93/63.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSIS: Elevated iron and iron saturation cause unclear.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw serum iron, ferritin, iron saturation, and CBC once available we can make further recommendations.
