Thank you for this referral.

This 73-year-old male who comes for evaluation today. He does not smoke or drink. He denies any drug allergies. The patient is referred on account of recently discovered anemia.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has been very healthy. He does not offer any symptoms. He denied any hemorrhoids or any such bleeding. He has some nail fungal infection for which he is getting treated. Now recently on his CBC, his hemoglobin was low at 13.3, hematocrit was 39.6, and platelet count was 229. Also, his CMP was unremarkable and PSA was normal.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 73-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall, weighing 197 pounds, and blood pressure 117/66.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia cause unclear.

2. Otherwise in good health.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will redraw the CBC. Also, we will go iron, folic acid, and B12 once available we can make further recommendations. At this point, the patient does not offer any symptoms as far as related to anemia so we will go from there.
