This is a progress report on Paul Horton.

The patient initially was seen in October 2021 when he presented to the office and wanted to establish me as PCP. The patient has history of prostate cancer for last nine years. He has had radical prostatectomy in the past and subsequently patient did not have any treatment. Recently, his PSA was rising about two years ago and so he was started on Lupron with Casodex. He has been taking that for last three years. He also has history of coronary artery disease and hypertension as well as diabetes. He is on Plavix 75 mg daily and metformin 500 mg twice daily. He also takes glimepiride 4 mg once daily, Benicar 40 mg daily, amlodipine 10 mg daily, and baby aspirin 81 mg daily.

He has been very pleasant male who recently has been working on losing weight and he appears to be healthier now especially since he has started driving Lyft and started meeting people. Prior to that because of his wife demise he used to be depressed. He has been on every three monthly androgen deprivation treatment with Casodex and Lupron.
