This obese 69-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of stroke was seen today for face-to-face evaluation.
The patient is pretty much bedbound. She has a walker, but she does not use because of severe weakness and debilitation.
She is obese, most likely has sleep apnea. She has left-sided weakness. She lies in bed. She has a cat that lies with her on regular basis as well. She has a KPS score of 40%, ADL dependent, wears Pull-ups, not able to walk any more. Blood pressure continues to be out of control, today was 177/76. She states she just took her medication now. Her MAC remains at 24 cm. Because of her left-sided weakness, she is no longer able to ambulate. Her O2 sats are on the 97% and pulse is 77. The caretaker tells me that she has episodes where she has what appears to be TIA symptoms versus petit mal strokes. She also has a history of COPD, hyperlipidemia, and hypertension out of control, and carotid stenosis. Overall prognosis is quite poor. Given the patient’s natural progression of her disease, most likely has less than six month to live.
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
