PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of tubes in both ears at 2 years of age.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Adopted with three other siblings.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: No definite tenderness to tragus or external ear. Tympanic membrane clear with present light reflex without inflammation. External auditory canals clear. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Right ear pain with questionable otitis externa.

PLAN: Given prescription for Cortisporin Otic with recommendation to follow up with ENT as she has seen before, Dr. Douglas ______ from the past flare.
