CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 68-year-old female referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HPI: The patient reports fatigue and leg cramps. She has had bilateral leg pain/cramps right greater than left. Pain is worse with walking, but relieved with rest. She further reports occasional back pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
