Jesse Lynn continues to be followed in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Central hypogonadism.

2. Posttraumatic close head injury as a child.

3. Subtotal thyroidectomy in 2012.

4. Micropapillary carcinoma of the thyroid.

Current Medications: Depo testosterone 200 mg q.2 weekly, Levoxyl 0.05 mg daily, and zolpidem 10 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to the thyroid.

On examination, blood pressure 122/78, weight 221 pounds, and BMI is 28.3. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. There was healed thyroidectomy scar, with no neck lymphadenopathy. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION:

1. Hypergonadotropic hypogonadism.

2. Posttraumatic.

3. Post surgical hypothyroidism.

4. Micropapillary carcinoma of the thyroid.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Continue the current program and return for followup in due course.
