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Nancy Smith continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Dyslipidemia.

4. Psoriatic arthritis.

5. Background diabetic retinopathy.

Current Medications: Insulin, pravastatin 40 mg q. daily, and Celexa 10 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints and her blood sugars appear to be in a satisfactory range.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated apart from pain and burning on micturition.

On examination, blood pressure 124/72, weight 200 pounds, and BMI is 34.3. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact. There was no tenderness over the kidneys on both sides.

Recent Lab Studies: Hemoglobin A1c 5.9.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control, insulin pump therapy, background retinopathy, and psoriatic arthritis. She most likely has a UTI cystitis.

Macrobid 100 mg twice daily for seven days was prescribed and her insulin pump was downloaded and reviewed in detail.

Followup visit in four months time.
