Rebecca Barnes was seen in the office recently for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Peripheral neuropathy.

3. Insulin pump therapy.

4. Nephropathy.

5. Hyperlipidemia.

On this visit, there were no major complaints. Although, her blood sugars continue to fluctuate. She is currently on Ilet beta bionics insulin pump and appears to be adjusting to this new intervention.

Current Medications: Insulin, levothyroxine 0.05 mg daily, and lisinopril 5 mg daily.

General review was unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/60, weight 139 pounds, and BMI is 21.5. The thyroid gland was not enlarged and there was no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

The insulin pump was downloaded and reviewed and minor adjustments made.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 7%.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with fair control, peripheral neuropathy, nephropathy, and hypothyroidism.

Lab test will be performed in near future and review of the insulin pump will be carried out in the next several weeks.
