CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of nausea and vomiting x 2 today with complaints of upper abdominal pain and occipitofrontal headache for the past several hours.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient appears to be in moderate distress, slightly lethargic, lying on table. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 2+ epigastric tenderness without guarding or rigidity. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had flu, COVID and strep testing with urinalysis, all of which were noncontributory.
DIAGNOSIS: Viral gastroenteritis.

PLAN: The patient was offered Zofran injection, but refused. He was advised to increase fluids. Given oral Zofran to take with instructions to follow up with pediatrician and to go to the emergency room today or tomorrow if continued headaches with nausea, vomiting, and abdominal pain without benefit from Zofran and rest and fluids.
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
