The patient has history of fever for the past three days with slight congestion, exposed to older brother who has strep.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 1+ pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had strep, flu and COVID testing all of which were negative.

IMPRESSION: Fever, apparently non-strep pharyngitis with strep exposure.

PLAN: Parents were instructed on temperature precautions with Tylenol and ibuprofen given in the office. Given prescription for azithromycin to take if continues to be febrile tomorrow with followup with pediatrician and to observe for worsening to go to the emergency room.
