Dear Mrs. Walderzak:

This is a followup for Mrs. Adkins with prior abnormalities of calcium and renal failure that has resolved.  Underlying hypertension.  Underlying COPD.  Last visit in April.  No hospital visit.  Weight and appetite stable.  Has dyspnea.  Uses inhalers as needed.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No smoking.  Diffuse body pain and fibromyalgia on meloxicam.  Extensive review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  I want to highlight the Norvasc, losartan, and meloxicam.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 128/50.  COPD abnormalities.  Right-sided carotid bruits.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema, nonfocal.

Labs:  Chemistries, normal kidney function, electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  No anemia.

Assessment and Plan:  Acute kidney injury at the time of elevated calcium resolved both of them.  Presently no activity.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Continue same medications.  Management of COPD by your service.  All issues discussed at length with the patient and family member.  At this moment no need for renal followup.  I encouraged her to discontinue meloxicam but unfortunately not possible.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
