CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sharp chest pain, numbness and tingling of the extremities, cold sensation and followup for coronary artery disease.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has sharp chest pain on the left side it is bothering him for the past two to three days. The chest pain lasts for three or four weeks and it is not associated with palpitation or sweating. He has this on and off for the past few days. The patient also complains of numbness and tingling in the upper and lower extremities. It happened whenever he is exhausted and it lasted for two or three days and it resolved. Also the patient noticed chills during that period of time and he feels very weak.
The patient also came today as a followup for coronary artery disease. At this time the patient has no shortness of breath and he is taking aspirin 81 mg once a day. Also the patient is very active.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or open wounds.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D3 supplement 50,000 units once a week. The patient has coronary angiogram and stent placements x3.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed in detail.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother has breast cancer and diabetes. One sibling has diabetes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient this morning had numbness and tingling, but at this time the patient is unremarkable. Neurological examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
