This is a 71-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with testicular cancer. He also has a history of hypertension, diabetes, hypothyroidism, involvement of the liver and intrahepatic bile duct, esophageal cancer, subsequent involvement of the brain, dysphagia, protein-calorie malnutrition, profound anemia, fatigue, muscle weakness, gastrostomy and pain. The patient is ADL dependent. The patient currently has a KPS score of 40% requires pain medication around the clock. Eugenia Garcia is the patient’s daughter who is his primary caregiver. He is responsive and in severe pain. He also suffers from ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, and severe weakness. Given the natural progression of his multiple cancers with multiple metastases, he most likely has less than six months to live. The patient did receive chemotherapy initially, but this was discontinued because of side effects of chemo and his lack of response and the progression of his very aggressive cancer with involvement of the lung parenchyma as well as bony metastasis to the T10, which is causing the patient’s severe pain. Also, distal esophageal cancer which was thought to be most likely primary with mediastinal and periportal and retroperitoneal metastases.
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
