Mr. Urrea is an 85-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with lung cancer, neurocognitive disorder with Lewy bodies, history of TIAs, hemiplegia and hemiparesis following a CVA in the past, aphasia, dysphagia, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, diabetes, and atrial fibrillation. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight, bowel and bladder incontinent, severe weakness, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition are the hallmark of his cancer. He has a KPS score of 40%, lives with his daughter Valencia. The patient is also only semi-responsive. He is oriented to person with severe stimulation. He is sleeping 10-12 hours a day, staying in bed most of the time because of his disability. He also has anemia which is contributing to his disability. He requires pain medication around the clock. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
