Comorbidities include endstage renal disease, essential hypertension, atherosclerotic heart disease, coronary artery disease, and peripheral vascular disease. The patient’s Lewy body dementia has caused tremendous confusion, decreased weight, agitation, and decreased appetite. KPS score is 40%. ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She requires turning to keep pressure off the bony prominences, decreased appetite, and positive hallucination; no longer oriented to person, place, or time, expected to do poorly. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
