This is a 79-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain. He also has heart failure and shortness of breath. He used to be oriented to person, but he is no longer oriented to person, he is nonverbal now, responds to deep pain only, sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day, definitely bedbound, ADL dependent, contractures of the right lower extremity, bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent 6/6, requires turning every two hours. He has lost 20 pounds initially in the past six months, but continues to lose weight with minimal appetite. Family is not interested in any gastrostomy placement. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. KPS score remains at 40%.
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
