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A 79-year-old woman being recertified for hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy bodies. Comorbidities include osteoarthritis, chronic pain, essential hypertension, hypothyroidism, increased confusion, and memory loss. KPS score is at 40%. ADL dependent. She requires turning every two hours, bowel and bladder incontinent, decreased appetite, and profound weakness. The patient’s weight loss is unavoidable, increased confusion related to her neurocognitive disorder with Lewy body dementia associated with both auditory and visual hallucinations. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
