He is sleeping majority of the day. KPS score is at 40%. He requires pain medication around the clock. ADL dependent. His wife Fanchon is his primary caregiver. Severe generalized weakness and bowel and bladder incontinent, requires turning to keep the patient from developing pressure ulcers on his bony prominences. The patient is on oxygen at 4 L now, requires pain medication, anxiolytic to keep the patient comfortable. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
