A 55-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. The patient is quite weak, suffers from cardiac cachexia, uses oxygen at 2 L. O2 sats hovering around 90-93%. He has pedal edema. Also, he has developed a 2 cm stasis ulcer of the lower extremity, undergoes hemodialysis Monday, Wednesday and Friday. His weight loss is unavoidable. He continues to have shortness of breath with endstage CHF. He belongs to Class IV American Heart Association with shortness of breath at rest and with any activity. His sleep is improved with trazodone. He continues to have pain and requires pain medications around the clock. He has issues with air hunger, shortness of breath, irregularly irregular heart rate, KPS score of 40%, renal insufficiency, hyperlipidemia, neuropathy, diabetes, diabetic weakness, lower extremity weakness, overall debility, pulmonary congestion status post TAVR, peripheral vascular disease and thrombocytopenia. He also uses his nebulizer every 4 to 6 hours to help him with his breathing . Overall prognosis remains quite poor for Mr. Alexander. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
