He does not want to use his nebulizer. He refuses to use his inhaler. He is short of breath. He is sitting on his couch and walking is almost an impossibility at this time. He is bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent. He also suffers from air hunger, anxiety, tachycardia, cor pulmonale, weakness and of course decreased mentation related to hypoperfusion. He is at high risk of developing aspiration pneumonia. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
