A 72-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of endstage COPD. The patient is O2 dependent. He has oxygen on board. His O2 sats at 98% on 4 L. He appears quite ill, severe muscle weakness, decreased appetite, shortness of breath, ADL dependency, and his O2 was recently increased to 4 L because of air hunger. He is very thin. He also has protein-calorie malnutrition, KPS score of 40%, ADL dependency, wears a diaper. He is short of breath when he is sitting there and just speaking to you and requires nebulizer treatment on regular basis. He is requesting Boost to help him quit losing so much weight. I explained to him that Boost will be indicated, but the weight loss is because of his endstage COPD and the fact that he is not assimilating the food that he is taking in. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
