A 67-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of congestive heart failure.
Brain has difficulty with ambulation because of his shortness of breath. He has PND and orthopnea as well. He is at high risk of fall. He has had a fall in the past which has caused rib pain, but no fracture. He has a hard time sleeping. He continues to lose weight. Because of cardiac cachexia and protein-calorie malnutrition, his O2 sat on room air is at 89% with a heart rate of 107. He uses oxygen when he is in his room, but when he ambulates around the house, he takes it off and the time of ambulation has become less and less because of his shortness of breath. He belongs in a Class IV American Heart Association of Heart Failure with shortness of breath at rest or with any type of activity. He also suffers from PVD, COPD, protein-calorie malnutrition with cardiomegaly and endstage heart failure systolic in nature with decreased EF. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
