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A 66-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of prostate cancer. The patient appears quite weak. He has bony metastasis, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, BPH, urinary tract infection, and recurrent prostatitis. The patient has lost weight at least 5 pounds, ADL dependent, wears a diaper, pain is an issue, requires pain medication, difficulty sleeping. The patient also has need for provider. Also, I am going to have social worker see the patient. Other comorbidities include hyperlipidemia, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, hypertension, and recurrent prostatitis. The patient’s weight loss is unavoidable. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
