Mr. Lawson is a 93-year-old gentleman with history of multiple myeloma. The patient is partially alert, he is only oriented to person at this time. He has increased confusion and memory loss. He sleeps about 14 to 16 hours a day. He lives with his wife who is his primary caregiver. He has a KPS score of 40%. He also ambulates with Rollator, but that has been markedly reduced because of his weakness and debility. He is now ADL dependent totally and has bowel and bladder incontinence. His weight loss is unavoidable. He also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition and not a candidate for any further chemotherapy for his multiple myeloma. He has decreased weight, decreased appetite which are both unavoidable. Overall, prognosis is poor. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live as well.
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
