Trulah is an 83-year-old lady who is currently on hospice with history of malignant neoplasm of the oropharynx. She was diagnosed with stage IV mouth cancer, has had chemotherapy and declined radiation because of side effects. The patient has had increased confusion, memory loss, bowel and bladder incontinence, sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day. Pain has been an issue and requires pain medication. Her KPS has now dropped from 50 to 40%. She is debilitated, bowel and bladder incontinent and no longer able to walk independently. The patient is at high risk of fall even with a walker in place. She required change in position every two hours to keep her from developing ulcers over the bony protuberances. The patient’s weight loss and decreased appetite is unavoidable given her mouth cancer, expected to do poorly and most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of her disease.
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
