HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Rodriguez is a well-known 63-year-old gentleman who comes in today for preop clearance. The patient is undergoing single-level laminectomy in his low back which is causing spinal stenosis, foot drop bilaterally, gait instability and hyperlipidemia. This stems from back injury in 2018.

He has no chest pain. No shortness of breath. No hematemesis. No hematochezia. No seizure or convulsion.

The patient recently saw the nephrologist for nephrotic syndrome and is scheduled for biopsy at a later date, but his kidney function remained stable. He also has neuropathy and radiculopathy related to his back. He has never had any surgeries. He has no family history of malignant hyperthermia or any other issues or problems related to anesthesia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Lopid 600 mg b.i.d., Lyrica 50 mg b.i.d., tramadol 50 mg every eight hours, Crestor 20 mg a day, and lisinopril 10 mg a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He is in landscaping business. He is married. He has four children.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father died of old age.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 190 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 97.5. Respirations 18. Pulse 68. Blood pressure 143/75.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
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ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
LABS: Blood work ordered. Chest x-ray: There is a right-sided pulmonary nodule that has been there since 2022 with no change. Recent blood test showed increased protein, 24-hour urine collection showed nephrotic syndrome, under the care of a nephrologist as well.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Blood pressure is well controlled today on the current dose of lisinopril.

2. The patient’s EKG is within normal limits.

3. Chest x-ray findings as were discussed above. The patient is at normal risk for surgery for a 63-year-old gentleman with no complicating factors.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. BPH. Add Flomax 0.4 mg once a day at bedtime.

6. Nephrotic syndrome, under workup, scheduled for biopsy at a later date per nephrologist.

7. Left leg pain.

8. Radiculopathy.

9. Neuropathy.

10. I hope and pray that after his surgery his symptoms would resolve and he would wake up with no pain.

11. Mild LVH noted.

12. Mild fatty liver noted on his ultrasound.

13. No significant PVD of his lower extremity.

14. No significant abnormality of the carotid stenosis today.
