I discussed with Ron the biopsy findings.  It shows extensive arterial sclerosis and tubular atrophy.  He has prior history of coronary artery disease and a three-vessel bypass.  Blood pressure most of the time appears to be well controlled.  Kidneys are normal size.  There has been no obstruction.  We discussed if there has been higher blood pressure than we believe he is going on as well as to rule out any evidence for renal artery stenosis.  Post biopsy there was some localized bleeding.  He is complaining of some epigastric discomfort.  He has not noticed any gross hematuria.  I discussed this on the phone with the patient and wife for that purpose we are going to do a repeat kidney ultrasound to assess the degree of persistent hematoma worsening or improvement.  We are also going to do a renal Doppler to assess for renal artery stenosis.  We will do a 24-hour blood pressure monitor to define the degree of high blood pressure.  Only takes beta-blockers at this point in time.  Continue to monitor chemistries.  He has lost kidney function within the last nine months to a year very fast and he understands that this potentially might progress to the point of dialysis or renal transplantation.  He will do chemistries in a monthly basis.  Presently has no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
