Dear Sirs at Rosewood Healthcare:

This is a followup for Mrs. Wilson with renal failure, prior obstructive uropathy, and hydronephrosis from calcium oxalate stones.  Last visit in May.  The patient has only one kidney and right-sided has stable stone without progression and a cyst.  Has chronic back pain but not related to the stone.  Otherwise review of system is negative.

Medications:  She takes blood pressure diuretic indapamide, tolerating cholesterol treatment, for diabetes on Mounjaro and Farxiga.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 127/81 and weight 245 pounds.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  No cardiovascular or pulmonary abnormalities, nonfocal and nontender abdomen or back.

Labs:  Chemistries November, creatinine 1.4 question progression, to continue monitoring and GFR 40.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, and hemoglobin normal.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, clinically without symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis, question progression.  At the same time she is exposed to diuretics and Farxiga.  Blood pressure is stable.  Chemistries stable as indicated above.  Prior left-sided hydronephrosis in relation to calcium oxalate stones status post removal and prior stent and removal.  Monitor chemistries in a regular basis.  Follow a low oxalate diet.  Plan to see her back on the next six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
