HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was seen in the clinic approximately three weeks ago and had suture removal. At the time, the suture removal could not be completed due to the child’s inability to cooperate. Mother states that at that visit all of the sutures were cut out. However, it still needed to pull once and they could not get it out and thought it was fallen out and mother is concerned with it. The child is not complaining of pain or discomfort or tenderness to touch.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Focussed exam on the right lower extremity noted keloid scar with mild edema. No erythema noted. Positive tenderness to touch ______ is visible. No visible signs of suture.
ASSESSMENT: Possible retained foreign object.

PLAN: Advised mother due to the child’s age inability to cooperate with removal. She may need to follow up with an office that provides conscious sedation so that they can remove the suture from the area. Mother acknowledged and the patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
