PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits. Cephalic exam has mild abrasion 2 mm without pustular drainage noted on the top of the right side of the cerebellum.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

PLAN: We will provide bacitracin ointment to apply twice a day and advised the child to stop picking at his scabs. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
