Mr. Awe is a 71-year-old gentleman with recent history of thyroid cancer, anaplastic squamous differentiated. No distant metastasis initially was noted on or about 01/29/2024, the mass was 8 cm in size plus the patient underwent thyroidectomy of anaplastic arising from a papillary thyroid cancer. There were three neck LN mets. Left recurrent laryngeal nerve resected. The patient was started on Keytruda and Piqray. He also suffers from gastroesophageal reflux, hypertension, chronic constipation, neuropathy, pain on morphine ER and oxycodone, coronary artery disease on Plavix, hypothyroidism, irregular heartbeat, and atrial fibrillation. Recent blood test showed the patient to be anemic with H&H of 11 and 35, total protein down to 5 and albumin is 2.5. Recent CT scan has shown a left lower lobe lung nodule. The patient has decided against any further chemo or radiation therapy. He has had weight loss. He is having confusion, bowel and bladder incontinence, ADL dependency and does not want to live this way any longer. He also suffers from muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition. He has chosen to be placed on hospice. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
