This is a 66-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with mesothelioma. The patient continues to have weight loss, ADL dependency, weakness, and shortness of breath related to his disease. His O2 sats hovering around 88% on room air.

His oxygen machine has been damaged and is in the process of receiving a new machine. He is also using his nebulizer four to six times a day. His KPS score is at 40%. His oxygen is at 3 L. He has lost weight. Lina, his wife, is primary caregiver and she has been ill and he definitely needs help with daily ADLs and I am going to ask social work to get involved to help him with possible provider services. He does need help with the ADL as I mentioned. He wears a diaper because he is bowel and bladder incontinent. He complains of being tired. His blood pressure is quite elevated today at 177/105, but he states that he has not taken his blood pressure medication, it is about noontime. I have told him to take that right away. His seizures are controlled with the current medication. His pain is under control so is his anxiety. He has lost another 2.5 pounds since last visit. He is weak and he has got severe debility related to his diagnosis as well as has protein-calorie malnutrition and hypoxemia. Given the patient’s natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
