VITAL SIGNS: Weight 70 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 99.6. Respirations 20. Pulse 113. Blood pressure 109/69.

HEENT: TMs are clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. No evidence of peritonsillar abscess.
NECK: Positive anterior chain lymphadenopathy noted.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Positive strep.

2. Amoxil.

3. Tylenol/Motrin.

4. Signs of peritonsillar abscess discussed with mother.

5. Signs of toxicity and/or septic appearance discussed with mother.

6. Continue with antibiotics x 7 days.

7. Lymphadenopathy.

8. Positive strep pharyngitis noted per strep screen as well.
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
