HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-year-old young man comes in today with cough and congestion, also history of abdominal pain. The pain is in the right lower quadrant. He has had it off and on for about a week or so, but definitely gets worse when he hops. He definitely has tenderness over the right lower quadrant. No nausea or vomiting. He is not constipated. He is not having any diarrhea. No fever or chills. No hematemesis or hematochezia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Had some kind of tongue surgery as a child.
MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to smoking. Lives with mother and father.
CHILDHOOD IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 93.6 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 91. Blood pressure 113/73.

HEENT: Head: No meningismus. Oral mucosa without any lesion.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Right lower quadrant tenderness noted. Also, pain on hopping and pain on jogging always on the right side.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: This is most likely musculoskeletal, but given the location of the pain, he deserves a CT of the abdomen, urinalysis and CBC. For this reason, he was referred to the emergency room for further evaluation.
