CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with left ear pain with swelling for the past two days, 3+ tenderness with extension into the auricular area. He states that he clears his ear with floating brush too.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He states he has a cyst in his anterior palate for the past two to three days and history of opioid dependency.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Moderate acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Extensive edema and swelling with pain and tenderness to the left external ear opening with left infraauricular adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES: Left otitis externa, left cervical adenitis and cyst of the palate.

PLAN: Because of extensive edema and swelling with pain to the left external auditory canal, ear wick was placed with tobramycin antibiotic suspension applied after the ear wick inserted. The patient was given prescription for Cortisporin Otic and Z-PAK. He was advised to follow up with PCP for evaluation of cyst of palate and regular care with ENT if necessary.
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
