The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2020, the patient was in San Diego.  It was during Boot Camp, the patient was in martial arts training.  The patient tells me that he got kicked right into the head.  He got kicked onto the top of the head.  The patient tells me that he had immediate head pain.  The patient tells me that he immediately had head pain.  The patient tells me that he got confused and disoriented.  The patient tells me that it was a severe blow on top of the head.  The headache that lasted many days.
There is a second event, also in San Diego in 2020.  The patient was climbing up a rope during an exercise training.  The person on top of him fell down and landed on top of him, both of him landed onto the ground.  The patient tells me that his head hit the pavement.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient tells me that he was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe lightheadedness.  The patient has residual headaches for many days.
Since the event, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient has short-term memory deficits.  The patient tells me that headaches are almost every day.  The patient also tells me that he started having stuttering speech.

The patient is currently working as a landscape person.  The patient tells me that the headaches are affecting his performance.  The patient tells me that he is not able to focus at work.  He has been taking a lot of time off because of the headaches.  The patient also had stuttering.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to communicate with others.  The patient also has short-term memory problems.  The patient tells me that his memory is affecting his task duties sometimes he does not remember what to do.
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
