The patient tells me that he was involved in head injury in 1978.  It was in 1978 in Hawaii.  The patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident.  The patient was sitting as the front passenger.  He tells me that the driver fell asleep, and hit a telephone pole.  The patient tells me that he hit head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that when he woke up, the patient woke up in the ambulance.  The patient has some headaches at that time.  The patient went to the hospital.  The patient was treated for knee injuries.  He was released back to home.
The patient tells me currently that he has no symptoms.  The patient tells me that he has no headaches.  The patient tells me that he has no confusion.  The patient tells me that the car accident did not injure his head.
The patient is retired.  The patient was in facility management for many years.
It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  In 1978, the patient was in Hawaii in a motor vehicle accident.  The patient was front passenger in a motor vehicle.  He tells me that the driver fell asleep, and then the car hit the telephone pole.  The patient tells me that he had loss of consciousness with the impact.  The patient tells me that he woke up in the ambulance.  The patient tells me that he has some headaches at that time.  However, he did not have any residual symptoms after that.  The patient currently tells me that he has no headaches.  The patient tells me that he did think he has any residual symptoms from that injury.
It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury because the patient does not have any symptoms for traumatic injury at this time.
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
