CC: Spoke to POA.

HPI: An 87-year-old gentleman with Alzheimer’s disease. He spends his day in bed in his room. He also stays there for meals. He generally is fed by a caretaker. The patient clearly prefers to stay in bed and sleep most of the time. When asked if he does not feel well or if there is something in particular bothering him, he does not have anything that he can report. He is pleasant and cooperative. The DON received a phone call from Dr. Joe Fallon, the patient’s POA; we do have those forms in the chart; and he related that the patient is to have an MRI on Thursday 11/07/2024 at Touchstone Imaging. This MRI was ordered by Dr. Kent Smalley who the patient has been treated by over the past year. He has received injections or what sounded more like infusions of a new drug that treats dementia or an experimental protocol unclear. POA feels that the patient has benefited from these treatments and that it has extended his lifespan. He also states that he had had a cognitive task by his former PCP Dr. Cox and it showed a decline. DON and ED states the patient had a zoom call with Dr. Smalley about a week ago and Dr. Smalley felt that he was capable of being transported and undergoing an MRI. Dr. Fallon stated that that has already been set up and now he is establishing transport to the MRI facility. I told him that the patient has limited weightbearing capacity. He is a full two-person transfer assist and his neck and truncal stability are weak; he will lean one way or the other and has to be supported, so some kind of transport chair with a tilt. All of this seemed like new information and a bit overwhelming by Dr. Fallon. Again, he reiterated that the patient has received two q. week infusions from Dr. Smalley for the past year and it is private pay. I contacted Dr. Smalley at two different numbers. There was a voice machine and I did leave voicemail on one of the numbers. Those numbers are 405-696-3773 and the other number is 405-348-1900. Also, DON found paperwork that is completion of POA forms by Dr. Shirley’s wife and she established herself as his PA three months prior to Dr. Fallon completing forms for POA of the patient. I was not able to convey this to Dr. Fallon after my attempts to speak with Dr. Smalley. 
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In any event, it sounds as though the patient has an MRI scheduled at Touchstone Imaging for Thursday 11/07/2024 and that has been ordered by Dr. Kent Smalley who has treated the patient with q. two-week infusions for approximately one year per Dr. Fallon. It will be up to those two to set up transport and that was made clear that they are responsible for transport and I told him that it would require people that are used to lifting and transporting patients. The patient is also 6 feet and weighs a solid 170 pounds, so it will be a decision between the two as to what they are going to do regarding this MRI appointment. I also did leave on VM for Dr. Fallon that there is POA form preceding his on the patient’s behalf by his wife.
