CC: 90-day note.
HPI: An 82-year-old female seen in the day room. She was sitting amongst other residents. She was in good spirits. She knew who I was. She stated that I was her doctor, but did not remember my name. Overall, staff reports that she is compliant with care. She is very pleasant. She comes out for meals, interacts with other residents, but is not annoying or in the way of other residents’ care. No behavioral issues. The patient’s son I am told was here this week to visit his mother; that came from the unit nurse. When the patient heard that, she had a puzzled look on her face and she had no recollection that he was there today or that he was visiting. 
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia without BPSD – moderate stage, HTN, HLD, GERD, and a history of ovarian CA – has completed oral chemotherapy.

MEDICATIONS: Os-Cal b.i.d., Depakote 125 mg q.d., Lexapro 10 mg q.d., Pepcid 20 mg b.i.d., Norco 5/325 mg one tablet q.a.m. and two tablets at h.s., MVI q.d., propranolol 80 mg q.d., and torsemide 20 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is pleasant, makes eye contact and interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 123/66, pulse 69, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, and weight 141 pounds which has been a stable weight over the last six months per the patient.

HEENT: She has full thickness hair. Sclerae are clear. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.
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NECK: Supple. Native dentition in good repair.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Slightly protuberant and nontender. Bowel sounds present. No masses.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently. She moves limbs in a normal range of motion. Trace ankle edema, very minimal.

NEURO: Orientation x 1. She is always pleasant, lighthearted. She likes being around other people and gets along with whoever she is around and cooperative with staff care. Again, short-term memory deficits are quite notable, did not know that her son was here despite spending the afternoon with him. Affect congruent with situation.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Unspecified dementia with progression. It seems to be stable at this point. No behavioral issues. She is compliant with care and will allow care that she did not know she needed at times, i.e., showering. 
2. Hypertension. Review of BPs show adequate control. No change in current medications.

3. History of ovarian cancer. She has been reviewed. The most recent was at least six months ago and no further intervention indicated for the patient and son is very much in agreement with that.
