CC: Hospital readmission note.
HPI: An 85-year-old gentleman seen in room, he was alert in good spirits. He and his wife had just returned from having pedicures that their son had taken them out for. The patient knew who I was, but did not remember my name and I told him that was fine. The patient was hospitalized at Norman Regional Hospital from 10/29/2024 to 11/01/2024, with diagnosis of acute on chronic congestive heart failure. There were some medication adjustments and he returns with appointment scheduled for cardiology followup. When I asked about the hospitalization, it was clear the patient had no recollection. He knew that he was gone, but did not remember where or what for.
DIAGNOSES: Acute on chronic CHF resolved, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic congestive heart failure, DVT of right lower extremity on anticoagulant, chronic asthma, DM II, gout, polyarthralgias.
MEDICATIONS: Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., colchicine 0.6 mg one q.d., IVite one q.d., Coreg 6.25 mg q.d., Farxiga 10 mg q.d., Zetia 10 mg q.d., Omega-3 one b.i.d., Flonase nasal spray b.i.d., Singulair q.d., MiraLax q.d., niacin 500 mg at q.d. AC, Rapaflo one q.d., and Entresto one  b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: Multiple see chart.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Healthy heart.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/63, pulse 70, temperature 97.3, respiratory rate 20, and 229 pounds, and 08/27/2024, note from Texas PCP his weight was 270 pounds. So weight loss of about 41 pounds.
HEENT: Sclerae are mildly injected, but no drainage. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa with clear carotids.
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CARDIAC: He has an occasional irregular beat, but no murmur, rub or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.
RESPIRATORY: He has fair effort with decreased bibasilar breath sounds as a result. His lung fields are clear. He had no cough.
ABDOMEN: Protuberant, nontender, hypoactive bowel sounds present.

EXTREMITIES: Intact radial pulses. He has lower extremity edema at about trace to +1 non-pitting.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. His speech is clear. Orientation to self in Oklahoma. He references his wife when he does not know questions and she has moderately advanced dementia. When asked he remembers not feeling good before he went to the hospital, but was not sure what was wrong and his wife from the other room yelled out that you were short of breath and he hears that he says that yeah I was short of breath.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hospital readmission. Note treated for acute on chronic systolic (congestive heart failure) diaries and readmitted without diuretic ordered. We will monitor how he does and add diuretic p.r.n. or routine if and when needed.

2. General care. I contact his POA in next week to see if they have found cardiologist and if he has not then we will make recommendations for one at Norman Regional.
