CC: X-ray review.
HPI: A 91-year-old female seen earlier this week with complaints of chronic left hip pain that began after a fall a few months back. The patient takes Tylenol at bedtime for it and she states that she thinks it helps, but it is something that bothers her throughout the day. She ambulates with a walker. She is able to go from sit to stand using it for support and she does not recall if there was ever any imaging done; there is none in her chart, so I told her that we would order it and go over it with her. So, it has arrived today and she comes in to be seen. She has a walker with her and it was difficult to fit through the doorway and it was clear she was uncomfortable not letting go of it and holding onto someone to walk through. X-ray of left hip and pelvis shows no acute fracture or dislocation. Anatomic alignment maintained. Soft tissues unremarkable, but there is a narrowing of the hip joint space. This latter finding is consistent with arthritis, which I told her is what we were dealing with and she said she thought so. So, after discussion, she is going to have Tylenol 325 mg two tablets q.a.m. routine and I reassured her that would help with any discomfort during the day, but if it is not effective to let me know and there are other things that we can try.
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
