To Whom It May Concern:

I am responding to the letter dated 11/13/2024 that was received by Mr. Sam Jahani, a previous Texas physician, whose license was canceled as of 03/03/2017. In the letter, it alleges that Mr. Jahani has used my name, John Halberdier, to write prescriptions for the following patients noted in the letter. Mr. Jahani has asked me to review the following patients’ records regarding the outpatient labs and x-rays that were done at Cleveland and The Woodlands Texas Emergency Hospital. I have reviewed the records of Sam Jahani, date of birth 11/22/1961; Alexander Duran, date of birth 12/20/1955; Rollins Brown, date of birth 09/16/1965; Marco Campos, date of birth 08/08/1995; and Chevy Thamm, date of birth 11/15/2007 and the correspondent dates of service noted in the letter. Mr. Sam Jahani works as an ultrasound technician in our office in Cleveland, Texas; his job is to do ultrasounds, also helps with facilitating my orders regarding x-rays, CT scans, and communicating with the hospital staff and different x-ray facilities to get records regarding the orders that have been written by myself. Sam Jahani has never ever used my name to write an order for a patient unless he was directly given by me. Furthermore, my records indicate that each and every one of those patients were seen by me and appropriate labs and x-rays were ordered by me to be carried out at the above-mentioned facilities. Sam Jahani at no point ever has ordered any x-rays, blood work, or set himself up as a physician to practice medicine in our office. His duties include doing ultrasounds and x-rays in the office at my orders and never on his own.

Furthermore, even though I am not part of the medical staff at EHS, I do use the facilities to order x-rays and outpatient lab for my patients in Cleveland, Texas. My records can be available for your review if you choose so in the future.
