I am in receipt of your letter of 11/13/2024 in which it has been alleged that I, Sam Jahani, have issued orders on the following patients at the Emergency Hospital Systems in The Woodlands and Cleveland, Texas. These patients include myself, Sam Jahani, date of birth 11/22/1961; Alexander Duran, date of birth 12/20/1955; Rollins Brown, date of birth 09/16/1965; Marco Campos, date of birth 08/08/1995; and Chevy Thamm, date of birth 11/15/2007. The letter indicates my medical license was canceled on or about 03/03/2017. Since then, I have been trained as an ultrasound tech and performing ultrasounds and x-rays on patients for Dr. Halberdier. At any point in performing my duties, have I ever in the past ordered nor will in the future order any testing for any patients to be done except under strict orders of providers in the facility in which that I work. My job includes facilitating communication between physicians and the hospital and/or outpatient centers performing x-rays, performing ultrasounds, help with office duties when time allows, and serving at the pleasure of the physicians and the providers in the clinic. I do not practice medicine nor do I set myself up as a physician. The patients mentioned above all have been seen numerous times in this clinic by different providers and I have helped facilitating obtaining their x-rays and lab work from the hospital. The charts are available for your review, but since they are not under my control as an x-ray and ultrasound tech in the office, I have asked Dr. Halberdier to write a letter regarding my involvement with these above-mentioned patients in the clinic.
