CHIEF COMPLAINT/HPI: A 65-year-old African American female with stage 0 breast cancer and hypertension, presents with dizziness. She further reports palpitations and burst of chest pain. She notes the chest discomfort usually lasts seconds. She can sometimes go a week without any symptoms. She does report mild shortness of breath which is worsened by exertion. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Kidney failure.
2. Chest pain.

4. Aspirin 81 mg daily.
5. Potassium chloride 10 mEq one daily.
6. Carvedilol 12.5 mg one b.i.d.
7. Losartan 100 mg one daily.

FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal grandmother had heart disease, diabetes, and thyroid problems. Father died from lung cancer. Mother had congestive heart failure and enlarged heart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: 
Constitutional: Significant for fatigue.

Eyes: She has burning, dryness and redness. She wears glasses.

Neck: She has stiffness and pain.

Respiratory: She has dyspnea.

Skin: She reports a rash involving her right arm, otherwise unremarkable.
