PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

PLAN: Medication refill as follows: Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film he will take one film SL b.i.d. for 30 days, #60, no refills. The patient indicated that he wants to continue on his regimen said he does not feel and he is ready to come back as yet.

Urine drug screen was done in the clinic today. Urine drug screen was negative for all unauthorized substances positive for Suboxone, which he takes as part of this program.
